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ESCOLA de SAMBA HEADDRESS 
The Carnaval in Rio De Janeiro is one of the worlds most famous. Scores of 
spectacular floats surrounded by thousands and thousands of dancers, 
singers, and drummers parade through the enormous Sambódromo Stadium 
dressed in elaborate costumes and spectacular headdresses.  
 

Escolas de Samba, or Samba Schools, first started in Rio de Janeiro in 1928 
and have evolved to be the main event of the Rio Carnaval. The schools 
parade down a lane with thousands of members dressed in coordinated 
costumes, dancing a rehearsed samba routine to original music. Each 
school's presentation has a central theme, such as a historical event, a 
famous person or a native Brazilian legend.  
 
 

 

 

 
 

MATERIALS 
- Card stock   
- Scissors 
- Glue stick or school glue 

- Markers, sequins, jewels, glitter glue, other decorative material 
- Feathers 
- Stapler 

- ¼ Inch elastic string - Masking tape  
  

  

DIRECTIONS 
 

1. Choose a headdress and print on cardstock. 
 

2. Cut out and decorate.  
 

3. Using masking tape, attach string flaps to the sides of the 
crown. See illustration 1. 
 

4. Cut two equal lengths of elastic string and staple to flaps. 
 

5. Measure head then tie elastic string.
